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Jim Glauber -Senior Medical Director of NHP since 2001.  Physician Director of Central Pediatric Asthma Program, Harvard Vanguard Medical Associates, since 2003.

Dr. Stephanie M. Chalupka, is a Professor of Nursing at the University of Massachusetts Lowell. Dr. Chalupka also holds an appointment as a Visiting Scientist in Occupational and Environmental Health at the Harvard School of Public Health. A fellow of the American Academy of Occupational Health, she is the author of over 80 publications in occupational and environmental health nursing, including the Core Curriculum in Environmental Health for Nurses, published by the American Association of Occupational Health Nurses. Dr. Chalupka’s research addresses environmental threats to healthy child growth and development in minority, immigrant, and low-income communities. Dr. Chalupka’s Department of Housing and Urban Development-funded Cross Cultural Approach to Healthy Homes demonstration project brought improved home environmental qualities for over 1,000 immigrant & refugee families in Lowell. In addition, her Environmental Protection Agency-funded Strengthening the Capacity of Health Professionals Serving Minority and Low-Income Communities to Better Identify, Manage, and Prevent Environmental Health Risks, provided professional development programs in collaboration with state and local health departments throughout new England to almost pediatric providers, health professional faculty and students.

Lauren A. Smith, MD, MPH, is the Medical Director of the Massachusetts Department of Public Health.  She is also a pediatric hospitalist at Boston Medical Center and an Associate Professor at the Boston University School of Medicine where she served as the Medical Director of the Pediatric Inpatient Unit for 4 years.  Her research career has focused on the implication of public polices such as welfare reform, affordable housing and energy policy, on child health and racial and ethnic disparities in child health.  She has briefed policymakers on her work at the local, state and federal levels.   She recently served as a William T. Grant Foundation Distinguished Fellow in the office of House Speaker Salvatore DiMasi and as a member of the Massachusetts Commission to End Racial Disparities in Health.  

Dr. Smith is a graduate of Harvard College, University of California, San Francisco School of Medicine and University of California, Berkeley School of Public Health.  She has also studied public policy at the Woodrow Wilson School at Princeton University, as a Sloan Fellow.  Before entering the medical profession, she was a policy analyst in the Office of Inspector General of the Department of Health and Human Services.  She completed her residency and chief residency at Children's Hospital, Boston and her fellowship in General Pediatrics at Boston Medical Center.  Dr. Smith has been a Robert Wood Johnson Harold Amos Medical Faculty Development Fellow.

Matthew D. Sadof, M.D.

Dr. Sadof is an assistant professor of pediatrics at Tuft's University School of Medicine, and a member of the faculty at High Street Health Center Pediatrics, the ambulatory teaching site for the Pediatric and Med/Peds Residency Programs at Baystate Medical Center Children's Hospital in Springfield, MA. He has practiced and taught Community Pediatrics and Adolescent Medicine since 1987.  During that time, he has held community and hospital based positions which have supported child advocacy and his commitment to community medicine.  In addition to practicing and teaching Pediatrics and Adolescent Medicine, at Baystate Medical Center Children’s Hospital (BMCCH), he initiated and directs a medical home care coordination program for children with special health care needs in collaboration with the Massachusetts Department of Public Health.

Dr. Sadof is currently Director of the Baystate Children’s Hospital Asthma Intervention Program which began as the    CDC funded Alliance for Community Health Plan's implementation project of the National Inner City Asthma Intervention Study. This program focuses on identifying and addressing barriers to health care in asthmatic children and continues to serve over 600 families in Springfield, MA.  

He has served as Chair of the Pioneer Valley Asthma Coalition since 2006, and is Co chair of MAAP. 

Carlos A. Camargo, MD, MPH, DrPH, is an Associate Professor of Medicine and Epidemiology at Harvard Medical School, and an emergency physician at the Massachusetts General Hospital. 
Dr Camargo’s research focuses on asthma in several large cohorts (such as the Nurses' Health Study).

He also founded and directs the Emergency Medicine Network (EMNet), a research collaboration involving 198 medical centers.  This network has completed numerous multicenter studies and randomized trials focusing on respiratory/allergy emergencies and other public health issues.  
Dr Camargo is Past President of the American College of Epidemiology and recently served on the NIH's National Asthma Education and Prevention Program's Third Expert Panel -- the group that wrote the 2007 US asthma guidelines. 
Dr Camargo has more than 300 publications. 
He received his MD from the University of California, San Francisco; MPH from the University of California, Berkeley; and DrPH from the Harvard School of Public Health. 
Polly Hoppin is a Research Professor at the School of Health and Environment, and Program Director of the Environmental Health Initiative at the Lowell Center for Sustainable Production at the University of Massachusetts, Lowell.  Her work focuses on assessing and communicating evidence on links between environmental factors and human health, and on programs and policies that prevent and reduce rates of illness.  Polly has been instrumental in refining and promoting concepts in environmental and health policy that now have wide currency, including pesticide reduction and investments by third party payers in environmental interventions for asthma.  In the late 1990s, while working for the Science Advisor to the Secretary of Health and Human Services in Washington, DC, Dr. Hoppin coordinated the engagement of 17 agencies in the development of strategies for reversing the asthma epidemic, and was co-author of the Department’s strategy document Action Against Asthma, the recommendations of which led to substantial increases in research and programmatic resources devoted to asthma.  Between 1997-1999, Polly also played a lead role in the asthma workgroup of President Clinton’s Cabinet-Level Task Force on Environmental Health and Safety Risks to Children.  When she moved to Boston to work for the Regional Director of Health and Human Services, she and counterparts at EPA and HUD led an asthma initiative in the region that culminated in an Asthma Summit in 2000 and ultimately in the establishment of the Asthma Regional Council.  Since she left government, Polly has worked in partnership with ARC on the Environmental Investments Initiative, one of the accomplishments of which was the business case for asthma education and environmental interventions, which she is going to present now.  Dr. Hoppin received her AB from Princeton University and her Doctor of Science degree from the Johns Hopkins University School of Public Health.
